 Healthcare Careers Culminating Project Visual
The visual aid and presentation will count as the culminating activity for this unit. 
Your visual aid must be related to or connected to one of the careers from your career research.

I do not limit your creativity or originality by stating that your visual must be on posters or display boards or large tri-boards or 3-D in nature.

Anything related to your career that can be safety brought to school and presented to the classroom relating to your career will be permitted.

You must be able to explain the importance of your visual as it relates to your research career during your presentation.

The visual must include: 

Job title

education

 licensing and/or certification requirements

 professional organizations

basic equipment and tools (at least 12 different items)

outlook in Georgia

local healthcare providers/businesses/employers of this career

Here as some examples of items that you might want to include:
Poster Boards/Display Boards

Tools of the trade

Pamphlets and Brochures from the career

Job settings/location designs with items inside
Actually work samples from jobs/careers

Uniforms from actual jobs/careers

You may bring your visual aid to the classroom before school the day of the presentations.   The teacher will have a location for all visuals for each class.  That way you will not have to worry about trying to fit it into your locker or it being destroyed or damaged during the day.

Write legibly and neatly on your visuals!  Spelling counts!
