Go to the home page of Gacollege411.org 

If you are not a first time user of GAcollege411.org, then you are to sign into your account with your account name and password.  

If a first time user, you must create an account.  Ask your teacher if they or the county has already created an account for you.  If so, use that log in information.  Once you log in with the teacher or county created information, you will be able to change your password.  Make sure you make it something that is professional and something that you will remember year after year. For example:  our students all use their passwords from the county network log in for their Gacollege411 password.  That way they will remember it each year.

Now go to “Your Profile”
You should have information already in your profile from previous years so now you

will be able to personalize your portfolio by adding information about yourself as you mature.

Click on “How You See Yourself”
You will see several categories listed that you will be able to input or edit information into over time as you accomplish some of your goals and gain new experiences to help you in life.

The sections include: 

Your Personal/Social Goals – In this section you will see listed all of your goals that you entered in your goals section previously.  You are to review, update or edit each of those goals.  If you do not have any goals entered you must do so now. 

You will select your personal qualities that you possess and also select the ones that you need to improve in the following sections:  Responsibility, Self-Esteem, Sociability, Self Management, and Integrity/Honesty 
You will also list what you are passionate about, what your friends like about you, what you look for in a friend, what people would think of you as a first impression, who you admire or see as a role model and their occupation, where or what provides you with your inspiration, and then finally you are to list five things that you can’t live without. Remember to save your information after this section.

Once you create your personal statement it can be uploaded into your portfolio.  You must now start your personal statement.  This needs to be a professional statement about your beliefs relating to the items above.

You may enter your advocacy statement along with the strategies that you followed or will follow to complete this strategy.  You need to reflect on the benefits this was to you personally too.

Annual Reflection – you are to enter your annual reflection once a year to summarize what you have accomplished and/or learned about yourself and your academic performance during that time period.

Make sure that you save your information after each section.  Information collected over time in these sections will become very helpful in completing your culminating portfolio at the end of this course.
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
