
GA College 411 Looking Ahead Instructions Handout
Go to the home page of Gacollege411.org 

If you are not a first time user of GAcollege411.org, then you are to sign into your account with your account name and password.  If a first time user, you must create an account.  Ask your teacher if they or the county has already created an account for you.  If so, use that log in information.  Once you log in with the teacher or county created information, you will be able to change your password.  Make sure you make it something that is professional and something that you will remember year after year. For example:  our students all use their passwords from the county network log in for their Gacollege411 password.  That way they will remember it each year.

Now go to “Your Profile”
You will be able to personalize your portfolio by adding or editing your goals and extra-curricular activities today.  Plus you will be able to edit and add to them in the future.  This information should make your culminating portfolio at the end of diagnostic services easier.   

**Reminder to write in complete sentences.  Start each sentence with a capitol letter and end with the correct punctuation mark.**

Click on “Looking Ahead”
You will see several categories listed for your goals.  You are to create and enter three goals under each of those sections along with selecting the type of goal (career, education, family & friends, personal growth, spirituality, money, health or other).  Make sure that you have at least one goal relating toward a career objective under each section.

You will need to save your goals after you complete each section.

The sections are:

Ultimate Goals – (Life Goals)

Long Term Goals (5-10 years)

Intermediate-Term Goals (2-5 years)

Short term Goals (Now to l year)

In each section after you have written your three goals and selected the type, you need to provide what you will gain by reaching your goals along with what you will need in order to reach the goals. 

Goals into action:  You will select one of your short term goals and create an action plan on how to make that goal happen.  You must provide a time frame for you to reach this goal too. 

The computer will date your entry and provide you an edit button for the future. 

You now need to create a future you for 20 years from now, this will make you 35-38 years old.  Provide the required information for each of the items.  The computer will then provide you with a future profile of yourself. 

Now complete your barriers to reaching this goal and be sure to include your high school plans along with high school graduation.

Make sure that you save your information after each section.  Information collected over time in these sections will become very helpful in completing your culminating portfolio at the end of this course.
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
