
GA College 411 Post-Secondary Planning Instructions Handout

Go to the home page of www. gacollege411.org 

If you are not a first time user of GAcollege411.org, then you are to sign into your account with your account name and password.  

If a first time user, you must create an account.  Ask your teacher if they or the county has already created an account for you.  If so, use that log in information.  Once you log in with the teacher or county created information, you will be able to change your password.  Make sure you make it something that is professional and something that you will remember year after year. For example:  our students all use their passwords from the county network log in for their Gacollege411 password.  That way they will remember it each year.

Now go to “Your Profile”
Click on “College Planning”
You will see several categories listed that you will be able to input or edit information about yourself.

Click on “Postsecondary Plan”

You will see the career goals that you entered at an earlier date in to your account.  You may edit them at this time

Complete the following sections:

Your after high school transition plan

Have you gotten a plan?

Describe your plan in detail after high school

How does this plan support your career goals?

What will you need to achieve your career goals?

What will the next transition be?

Do you need to update your academic goals?

Do you need to update your postsecondary planning factors?

After completing this postsecondary plan, enter your test scores.

Go to “College Planning”

Click on “Test Scores”

Enter your PSAT scores

Enter your SAT scores

Enter you PLAN scores

Enter your ACT scores

Enter your WORKKEYS scores

Enter your AP Exam scores

Enter you TOEFL scores

You may not have scores in all of these areas but enter all scores that you do have available.

Make sure that you save your information after each section.  Information collected over time in these sections will become very helpful in completing your culminating portfolio at the end of this course.
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
