_____ Blood flows from the pulmonary vein and into left atrium.

_____ Blood is pumped through the mitral valve and into the left ventricle.

_____ Blood goes through the aortic arch and throughout the body by one of the following: 


Carotid artery to the brain, auxiliary arteries to the arms, or aorta into the torso/legs

_____ Blood moves through arteries, capillaries, and veins and returns to the heart.
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
