· BECA (not approved for public school) used in religious child care centers or others known by instructor

a) Utilize advisory committee members to speak to the class regarding community resources and possible field trips.
b) Develop list of units to be taught in a nine-month school year

c) Select one unit from curriculum and develop into a detailed block plan. Include the following developmentally appropriate activities:  Art, Blockbuilding, Storytelling, Science/Sensory, Dramatic Play, Music,  and Math
d) Describe difference between a block plan and a lesson plan.
e) Students identify different parts of a lesson plan

f) Explain purpose of developmental goals
g) Use Bloom’s taxonomy to create developmental goals
h) Use transparency to discuss parts of learning objectives (flowchart)
i) Flowchart – concepts to be taught with unit
j) Write open-ended questions
k) Identify different ways to close activities.
l) Discuss with mentor ways to collaboratively plan lessons. 
m) Write a lesson plan for a developmentally appropriate activity as listed in the student developed block plan. Include the following parts: Activity title, developmental goals/objectives, materials needed, introduction, procedures, and closure.
n) Teacher use attached rubric to assess students’ lesson plans.
o) Collaborate with the mentor to teach the lesson

p) Determine how assessment data is used in evaluating children’s progress.

q) Identify questions to ask concerning a child’s progress, strengths, abilities, and development.
B. Implement lesson plan

Student will use written lesson plans to create materials and deliver lesson to preschool student(s).
C. Assessment

· Determine variety of assessment methods to observe and interpret a child’s growth and development. 
· Use transparency for authentic assessment to review with students the purposes of assessment.

· Use a guest speaker from Babies Can’t Wait to discuss developmental assessment and resources available to those who need them.

· Research assessment tools for information on the observance of young children.

· Write factors to consider in choosing an assessment. Consider advantages and disadvantages of each and whether they are formal or informal.
· Write anecdotal notes on observations of children to be included in the portfolio.

· Create a list of assessment tools that may be used. Place in the portfolio.

· Complete a checklist of either self-help skills or fine motor skills for a child.

· Student discusses with mentor strengths and weaknesses of a presented lesson.

· Following implementation of lesson plan, the student will fill out assessment portion on the back of the plan answering the following questions in a reflective essay:

-How were the developmental goals met? 


-Use pre- and post-assessments to determine the impact of the lesson taught.


-Give an example of a specific child. Use only the child’s first initial for confidentiality.

D. Self evaluation

Keep journals of experiences in the lab setting describing the student’s feedback from the mentor regarding the implemented lesson and what the children learned from the interaction.
Use a guest speaker from Babies Can’t Wait or advisory committee to discuss expectations of early childhood educators.
