Block Direction Game

Set-up: Place two desks back to back.


Place a set of matching blocks on each desk.


Select two students to perform activity.

Directions:

1. Have student A create a design with the blocks on the desk. The student B may not look at ‘A’s design.

2. Student A will give oral directions to student B on how to create the design using the matching set of blocks. Student B cannot ask questions or look- only follow directions student A gives. (Limit directions to two sentences if you have used this game before). Remind class members not to speak during instruction.
3. Have students turn and compare designs.

4. Discuss any differences in the design. Discuss where misunderstanding occurred.

5. Lead into communication lesson.
