HERSHEY’S KISSES GAME

DO NOT TELL STUDENTS THE MEANING OF THE COLORS:

Silver Kisses are healthy people

Red Kisses are influenza virus

Gold Kisses are chicken pox virus

You will need 2 bags of silver wrapped Hershey’s Kisses; 1 bag of red wrapped Hershey’s Kisses and one bag of gold wrapped Hershey’s Kisses. (If you can not find red and/or gold, you may use any other colors you can find).  Divide the class in half.  Give one half all silver kisses.  The other group should be divided into two smaller groups and give each group another color of kisses.  Do not tell the students why they have different color kisses.  Whisper and tell a few in the silver group not to take any kisses or give any kisses away.  Then allow the others to swap kisses for three-five minutes.  

At the end of the time, tell students to have a seat and lay all their kisses on their desks.  Tell the students what the colors mean. Students with red and gold kisses have been exposed to the pathogens that cause the flu and chicken pox.  Allow students to discuss how easy it was to come in contact with a pathogen.  Have the silver groups that did not trade talk about how hard it was not to come in contact with a pathogen.
