Standards Folders Activity

1.
Your team will be given 10 file folders.
2.
Go to http://www.nctm.org and follow the steps below to find the national standards for pre-K math.  Label the outside of each folder with each of the national standards for the 10 categories (areas of math).  Label the tab with the name of the category:  i.e.:  geometry, algebra, etc...
· Click on NCTM Standards in left column.

· Click on Getting to know Principles and Standards.

· Click on E-Standards.

· Click on Math Standards and Expectations.

· Click on Pre-K on the menu bar at the top.  The categories are listed in the left column.  

· Click on each category to get the standards.

3.
After the file folders have been properly and completely labeled, go to  
http://www.decal.state.ga.us and follow the steps below to find the state standards 
for pre-K math.  

· Hover the curser over Pre-K.

· Click on Teachers.

· Click on Content Standards.

· Click on Content Standards for fast connections.
· From the PDF document, scroll down to Mathematics Development (pg. 24).

· Note that each standard has various numbers of performance indicators for each one.  It is also interesting to note that Bright From the Start has included the kindergarten GPS (Georgia Performance Standards) that match the Pre-K standards.  (GPS does not have standards for Pre-K).  

4.
Open each folder that has already been labeled with the national standards and write the state standards and performance indicators inside each one that matches.  Wording may be slightly different, but the concept should be the same.  You may also find that there is no direct match for some of them either from the state or national level.  In this case, make note of it and go on.  Example:  There may not be a performance indicator for every national standard, or visa-versa.  

5.
Now each member of the team will pick 5 of the 10 national categories and use the resources provided to find 1 preschool activity for each of the 5 selected.  You may use any national standard or state performance indicator as a guide for selecting your activities.  However, each person on the team must select different standards and indicators.  Write a lesson plan for each of the 5 and attach accompanying instructions, diagrams, or patterns to the lesson plan.  These lesson plans are placed in the corresponding folders.
