FCCLA Rocks The House
Set up:  Divide the class into teams of 3-5 players each.  Have each team appoint a scorekeeper and an answer-writer.  Position teams in groups around the room.  Provide a red pencil, crayon, or marker for each group.  Decide in advance whether play will be based on students’ recall of answers, or whether resources will be provided so that students may race to find the answers.

Play:  Explain to students that each question will be read twice.  Teams will have 30 seconds to discuss and record answers to questions.  Answers must be accurate and complete in order to be counted correct.  When 30 seconds is up, the teacher will read the correct answer, and announce how many bricks it is worth.  Scorekeepers for teams with the correct answers will color the specified number of bricks red.  Teams with incorrect answers will not color bricks.  Partial bricks in the drawing (due to placement of doors and windows) will be treated as whole bricks.  There are 78 bricks in the house.

Teachers may incorporate a chant into play if desired.  After reading the answer to each question, teacher may chant, “who rocks the house?”  Team members who had the right answer will chant in response, “we rock the house!” or “FCCLA rocks the house!”  This can take place while the scorekeeper is coloring bricks.
