Researcher – Insure all questions are answered


*All team members are to work together. You have an assigned responsibility, but you are also responsible for assisting your team members. Example – The Researcher is responsible for being sure all the questions are answered NOT answering all of the questions by him/her.

Directions:
As a team you will be researching play and its influence on the development of children. You will accomplish this by completing the following steps.


Step One:
Answer all questions on worksheet one -
The Value of Play on the Development of Children


Step Two:
Answers are to be turned in and evaluated before proceeding to next step.

Step Three:
Each team will be given directions for preparing flyers on Microsoft Publisher for their tri-boards.
Step Four:
Develop the tri-board by following the outline below:

A. Divide information collected in step one so you can make eight flyers.

B. Each team member will be responsible for making two flyers using Microsoft Publisher. The flyers must be illustrated with either clipart or photographs taken in the pre-k lab. Be sure your flyer is exactly the way you want it to be before you print it. YOU WILL ONLY BE ALLOWED TO PRINT YOUR FLYERS ONE TIME. 

C. Assemble the tri-board. The tri-board must have a title, a 3” x 5” note card in the lower right hand corner with the names of the team members, class period, and date, and the eight flyers created above. You may want to mount the flyers on colored construction paper so they stand out. 
Step Five:
Using #13 from step 1 prepare and practice 5-8 minute oral presentations on your play day plans.
Step Six:
Plan your oral presentation – (5 – 8 minutes long) everyone in the team must have a speaking part in the presentation.

Step Seven:
Give oral presentation.
