Learning disability and ADHD

Health impaired

Example:  Queen of Diamonds = a student with an intellectual disability who is self-motivated and easy to get along with.

Teacher directive:

5 people in a group – 4 “teachers” and 1 “observer”

1st one to touch the cards is the observer and can only shuffle the cards.  Give each teacher 30 cards.  
Step 1:
Each teacher looks at cards and looks at codes to figure out what they have in his/her “classroom.”  
Step 2:
Pick 5 cards you definitely want to keep and put them aside in a special place.
Step 3:
Pick 5 cards you would like to discard and set aside.  
Step 4:
Trade remaining cards with other teachers using characteristics to name cards.  “I would like to trade a student that is a social leader with a learning disability for....”
Step 5:
Give the discarded cards stack to the observer... (this is the new teacher in the school.)
