Crystal - Natural or synthetic piezoelectric or semiconductor material with atoms arranged with some degree of geometric regularity
Troubleshooting - Troubleshooting is a form of problem solving, often applied to repair failed products or processes. It is a logical, systematic search for the source of a problem so that it can be solved, and so the product or process can be made operational.
Harmonium - A harmonium is a free-standing keyboard instrument. Sound is produced by air being blown through sets of reeds.
Synthesize – Method of sound or waveform generation.
 It refers to the creating of something by artificial means.
Synthesizer - A collection of electronic devices that modify or manipulate an electronically generated musical tone or sound source
Vacuum tubes - Electron tube evacuated to such a degree that its electrical characteristics are essentially unaffected by the presence of residual gas or vapor
Octave
Note - Interval between two sounds whose fundamental frequencies differ by a ratio of 2 to 1
Resonant - Circuit condition that occurs at the frequency where inductive reactance (XL) equals capacitive reactance (XC)
Transmitter - Equipment used to achieve transmission
Modulator – Electronic circuit that performs a process by which an information signal (audio for example) is used to modify some characteristic of a higher frequency wave known as a carrier (radio for example)
Degradation - The loss of quality of an electronic signal
Functional Unit
- An electronic circuit that performs a specific operation as a part of the whole equipment. In computer engineering, it is often referred to as an execution unit.
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
