Unit Activity 4: CONSTRUCT AN ELECTRONIC DEVICE WITH A VENDOR KIT
Numerous vendor kits are available that are suitable for classroom use from various vendors. A resource listing has been provided with this unit to identify possible sources for suitable vendor kits. Since students often need some experience with soldering techniques, it is best to use a circuit board design that allows for the soldering of various components. It is best to not overwhelm new soldering students with multiple integrated circuits unless they will also be using IC sockets when constructing the circuit board layout.

It is also suggested that the vendor kits that are selected, generate some form of sound and/or light to make the activity more exciting for the student and allow them to more easily trace problems that might occur in the proper operation of the circuit.
