Egg Drop Day Procedures                      Name: ________________________________
I.  BEFORE WE GO OUT:

a. Buy an egg for your device and load it.

b. Measure the mass of your egg drop device (with your egg loaded inside).

c. Avoid disturbing other classes on your way to the drop zone.

d. Your instructor will bring stopwatches to distribute among the ground crew.

II. EGG DROP PROCEDURES -- INSTRUCTORS

a. Students will ferry their egg drop devices to the launch area, but are not actually allowed on the roof. Only one or two adults will be on the roof, and the devices will be raised up by rope.

b. Before the instructor drops your device, inform her of any special conditions regarding your device, and get her okay to drop.  Make sure that the landing area below is clear.

c. When the instructor is ready to drop, she will yell “Launching” loudly enough so that the timers below can hear.

d. When she is sure that it is okay to launch, the instructor will say loudly “3-2-1-Drop”, and release your device at the same time that she says the word “drop”.

e. On the ground, inspect your device and perform any cleanup necessary.

III. EGG DROP PROCEDURES -- GROUND CREW

a. Always be sure to stay clear of the landing area!

b. Perform the measurements outlined on the worksheet.

c. If you have a stopwatch, make sure that you time the descent of each device, as outlined above.  If you know your time is inaccurate, don’t report it.  If you think your time is pretty accurate, report it to the team member whose device was just dropped.

d. After collecting your device, inspect your egg, and perform any cleanup necessary.
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
