Possible Solutions


After the problem has been defined and the necessary research done possible solutions can be developed. With clearly define design goals and an understanding of what others have tried you are ready to think creatively and critically. 
The first phase of this step is high on creativity and individualism.  You are to think about solutions that are outside the box. Individually imagine and rough sketch out as many possible solutions as you can.  Create a detail sketch of the 2-3 ideas that seem to have the most promise. Try to address as many of the design criteria as possible in each design.  Don’t be discouraged if you can’t address every design criteria in each design.  It is also helpful to put the sketch away and sit on the design for a while.  Sometime your best inspiration comes when you are not actively thinking about the solution.  

The next phase of this step is high on collaboration.  In this portion share your individual ideas with your partners.  It is very important to welcome and understand every idea. No idea is a “stupid” idea.  After every idea is heard, collaborate on ways to improve designs.  Feel free to borrow from another idea or combine two designs.  All designs become the group’s designs.
