Problem Statement

The purpose of the problem statement is to adequately define the problem.  An adequately defined problem sets limits and gives engineers a framework in which to attack and solve the problem.  A poorly defined problem opens the door to ambiguous solutions that are likely to be disagreed upon as the project progresses.  By clearly defining the problem and design constraints both engineer and client come to an agreement regarding the desired outcome before extensive work begins.  In many cases the problem statement is a legal document and a part of the design contract.
