Watch out K’s Hitting Golf Balls

State the Problem: 

Krazy K decided that he would take Lazy A, his friend, to the driving range. Krazy K reared back and spanked the golf ball on his first try. The ball bounced off the 250’ marker and hit Lazy A’s car. The ball remained stuck in the side of Lazy A’s car for one day before falling off. Krazy K got the crazy idea to have a contest to see if someone could make a structure that will hold a golf ball as long as Lazy A’s car did. 

Your Challenge: 

Using the materials provided by your instructor, you are to design and produce a structure that will hold a golf ball in mid air.  The structure is to hold the golf ball as far away from the wall as possible. The structure may only touch one wall. You cannot use the ceiling or floor.    

Provided Materials (colors on diagrams):
5 Sheets of 8 ½” x 11” paper-blue                      
One rubber band orange
10ft of Masking Tape 1/2" yellow                                      
Two feet of string black
Two paper clips gray                                           
One Styrofoam cup green
One golf ball purple
Rules:  

A. The structure may only touch one wall.

B. The ball may not be strung between two walls.

C. The ball may not touch the ceiling nor touch the floor.

D. You may only use the materials provided by the instructor!!! 

Grading:

1. This is a design activity. You must plan the design for your structure before you begin construction.  This is not a trial and error activity.  

2. You must submit free hand sketches of your structure by Tuesday.
3. You must have your structure mounted on the wall by the end of class Thursday.  The structures will hang overnight.  The structure farthest from the wall and still hanging on Friday wins the competition. 

4. You must submit a free vector diagram using the appropriate symbols and colors indicated above. You will explain your design rational on Friday.
