Ergonomics Perspective

1. There are a number of features that define and differentiate the ergonomics perspective from other fields, and these are as follows:

a. Things built to serve humans should be designed with the user in mind

b. Recognition of individual differences in human capabilities and limitations and an appreciation of design implications

c. Conviction that design influences behavior and well being

d. Reliance on scientific method, and use of objective data to test hypotheses and generate basic data about human behavior

e. Commitment to systems orientation - that things do not exist in isolation.
