Students with Disabilities: 
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For students with disabilities, the instructor should refer to the student's IEP to be sure that the accommodations specified are being provided appropriately. 4.
Interest approach – Mental set 

Set up 4 chairs two behind the others like a passenger car front and back seat. Put students in the “car” and choose the driver. Have the student driver pretend to be driving down the road. The teacher makes car noises and pretends to run into the students who are in the car.


“Oh No!! You just had an accident!!”


Ask students what would happen if they were seriously hurt in the accident but the other driver did not have insurance? What would they do? How would their medical bills get paid? Who would pay their bills while they were recovering from the accident?


Teachers can also show different commercials from the “Mayhem guy” for Allstate Insurance.


Show students the Automobile Insurance Power Point. Have students take notes during the presentation. Teachers can use the Automobile Insurance Lecture Notes to follow along with the power point.

LESSON 2:  AUTOMOBILE INSURANCE COVERAGES

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 
· Is auto insurance the same in all states?

· What are the differences in auto insurance?

· What should you look for in an auto insurance agent?
2. Show the Automobile Coverage Power Point. Have students take notes during the presentation. Teachers should use the Automobile Coverage Lecture Notes and Automobile Coverage Teacher Outline as a guide.
3. Hand out the Georgia Automobile Guide Handout to students. Discuss the automobile coverages that are required by Georgia law using the Georgia Automobile Insurance Guidelines Teacher Notes.
4. Have students ask their parent s for a copy of their automobile insurance policy. Make copies of the coverages page from each of the policies. Make sure to mark out the names on the policies before letting students look at them.
5. Distribute the Auto Insurance Handout. This brochure is from the State of Ohio, contacting your local insurance agent for similar materials for Georgia is suggested. This brochure is a great tool for students to keep in their Insurance Notebook (Culminating Performance Task).
6. Teachers should use the Georgia Specific Requirements Handout to explain the Georgia system of insurance coverages needed in the state of Georgia.
7. Have students break up into pairs. Hand out an Automobile Coverages Worksheet to each student. 
8. Students should interview each other and write a comprehensive paragraph to detail the answers given. Students can turn their paragraphs in together.

LESSON 3:  AUTOMOBILE POLICIES

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· How do various factors affect insurance rates?

2. Have students view and discuss the Automobile Policy Power Point. The teacher can use the Automobile Policy Lecture Notes to guide the discussion.
3. Using the Auto Rider/Endorsement Handout lead a discussion on automobile riders and endorsements.
4. Distribute the Automobile Insurance Questions Worksheet. Have students work in groups to come up with answers. Teachers should use the Automobile Insurance Questions Teacher Notes to guide the conversation following the completion of the worksheet. 

5. Contact your local insurance agent for sample automobile insurance applications. Have students fill out an application for them.

LESSON 4:  AUTOMOBILE INSURANCE CLAIMS 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· Who is the person responsible for an auto accident?
· What are the correct steps to follow after an accident?

· Who pays in an auto accident?
2.
Hand out the Auto Accident Checklist Worksheet. Teachers and students should go through the brochure together. Although this brochure is from Ohio, the information is relevant to Georgia. Teachers can contact their local insurance agent for Georgia checklist features.
3. 
Hand out the Path of an Insurance Claim Worksheet. Teachers can use the Path of an Insurance Claim Worksheet Key.
3. 
Use the Automobile Insurance Situations Worksheet as a ticket out the door. Ask the students to finish the worksheet before the next class period. Teachers could also use the Automobile Insurance Situations KEY to promote discussion in the class.

LESSON 5:  AUTOMOBILE INSURANCE CANCELLATIONS, DISPUTE RESOLUTION, GOVERNING AGENCY

1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· How do points accumulate on your driver’s license and what do they mean?

· Who pays in an auto accident?

· How do you keep your insurance rates down?

· Who regulates the Insurance industry in Georgia?
2.
Open the lesson with answers to the Automobile Insurance Situations Worksheet. Ask the students to take out their finished copies. Discuss with students the differences between Georgia and Ohio insurance policies. Hand out to students the Georgia Automobile Guide Handout. Have students place in their notebooks for future reference.
3. Explain the driver’s license point system for Georgia. Teachers can use the enclosed Ohio’s Point System Handout. After discussing with students Ohio’s point system, have students use computer’s to find the point system for Georgia using http://www.dds.ga.gov/drivers/dldata.aspx?con=1744060376&ty=dl.
4. Teachers should discuss with students that credit scores can also affect insurance rates. 

5. Have an Insurance Agent come and speak to the class about Automobile Insurance, the point system, credit scores, etc. Have students come up with questions beforehand that they will ask the insurance agent concerning automobile insurance. 

6. Teachers can use the tables from the Traffic Ticket Cost Lesson Plan on pages 8-10 to show students the actual cost of traffic tickets on insurance premiums.
7. Students should research online to answer the following questions:

a. Who regulates the insurance industry in Georgia?

b. How are disputes between insurance companies and consumers handled?

c. Which department handles disputes in Georgia?

d. Who is the Insurance Commissioner in Georgia?

8. Teachers can use the Scenarios listed in the Traffic Ticket Cost Lesson Plan as a summary for this lesson.
