Disability Insurance Presentation
You have recently been hired as public relations director of a large insurance firm that specializes in selling disability insurance.  One of the company’s biggest clients is a large firm, Mexico, has hundreds of employees locally, and thousands nationwide.  You have been invited to participate in a series of Benefits Fairs where you will have the opportunity to talk to employees one on one and in small groups about the wisdom of carrying disability insurance.

With your public relations team, you have determined that the best strategy will be to prepare a kiosk style both, where information about disability insurance in general, and your company’s coverage in particular, are available.  You want to have a large TV that will be displaying wither a slideshow or a video that will catch people’s eyes as they pass the booth.  Your job is to prepare either the slideshow (PowerPoint or Prezi) or a video (live or animated) to play on the TV screen.  In your presentation you will want to include:

· Recent statistics about disability claims

· Statistics about the financial strain of having a disability

· How the definition of disabilities can vary among insurance policies

· What to look for in a disability policy

· What your company’s policy offers (You will make up this as well as the name of your company)

You will need to find the information you need by going research online through Google, Bing, ASK, or other search engines.  Be sure to keep track of where you get your information and include the sites either in a reference slide on your presentation or in the credits on your video.  You need to cite the references for any images also. Your PowerPoint/Prezi should contain a minimum of 12 slides and your video should not be longer than two minutes. 
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
