Primary Caregiver: Someone who assumes the responsibilities to care for someone who cannot fully care for themselves. 
Adult Day Care: A nonresidential facility offering activities for the elderly and handicapped throughout the day.  

Hospice Care: An “end-of-life” care provided by health professional and volunteers. 
Home Health Aide: Provide routine individualized healthcare such as changing bandages and dressing wounds, and applying topical medications to the elderly, convalescents, or persons with disabilities at the patient's home or in a care facility. Monitor or report changes in health status. May also provide personal care such as bathing, dressing, and grooming of patient.
Respite Care: To temporarily relieve primary caregivers from their services. 
Reverse Mortgage: Form of equity release available in the US to seniors 62 years or older. 
Viatical Settlements: The selling of a policy owner’s existing life insurance policy to a third party. 
Assisted Living: Facilities that provide supervision and assistance with activities of daily life. 
Intermediate Care: A level of care for no acutely ill, disabled, or elderly individuals.
