Search and Rescue vocabulary teacher’s guide
Search – looking for victims who need assistance

Rescue – physical removal of a person in danger

Risk-Benefit Analysis – considering an operation’s risks and benefits

Primary Search – Quick attempt to locate any potential victims who are in danger

Secondary Search – Thorough search conducted after the situation is under control

Risk Management – Balancing the risks involved with potential benefits

Shelter-in-place – Allowing conscious occupants to remain in an area safe from fire and other hazards

Exit Assist – Helping conscious, responsive victims to evacuate

Simple Victim Carries – Used to evacuate conscious but immobile victims

Emergency Drags – Used to remove unconscious or unresponsive victims

Ladder Rescues – Used when internal stairways or fire escapes cannot be used; risky
