Enduring Understandings: 
Fire fighters must be able to anticipate and recognize the hazards they will encounter at every emergency incident. A risk-benefit analysis should be conducted at every incident and specific safe operating procedures must be followed until the scene is clear.  Students will learn the importance of maintaining emergency communication and team integrity to fire fighter safety and survival.  There is nothing more crucial than following survival procedures in an emergency situation.   Firefighters must always maintain orientation and be able to manage both stress and air. Air management is particular critical and students interested in working in emergency situation should always remember, air equals time!

· Why is critical incident stress management so important?

· What hazard indicators may be not be obvious to the untrained professional?

· Why is it important to work in teams?

· How can a fire fighter help maintain orientation?

Each section provides detailed information that should be explained to the students as they follow along with the presentation.

Refer to the summary and post-lecture sections of the Firefighter Survival Lecture Outline.  Initiate class discussion to assess the students’ understanding of the material.  Lead the class through the wrap-up activities.
7.
Print and distribute pages 1-4 of the Firefighter Survival Exam and refer to page 5 as an answer key.  Have students complete the assessment.  It is up to the instructor whether or not students may use their notes.
