Pilotage: The pilot uses landmarks to determine their position.

Deductive reasoning: logical process where a conclusion is based on set of evidence where the conclusion is solely from the collective evidence only.

Nautical miles: a unit of length typically used in the shipping and aviation industry because of its convenience when working with charts (equal to 1 minute of latitude on a chart); international agreement says it’s exactly 1,852 meters.
Compass: navigational tool which measures cardinal direction (N, S, E, W) in a frame of reference that is stationary relative to the surface of the earth.

Latitude: geographic coordinate that specifies the north-south position of a point.
VFR: visual flight rules; a set of aviation regulations for pilots.
IFR: instrument flight rules; Rules and regulations established by the FAA to govern flight under conditions in which flight by outside visual reference is not safe. IFR flight depends upon flying by reference to instruments in the flight deck. Much lower weather minimums than VFR.

Navigation: to plan, record, and control the course and position of an aircraft or ship. 

Vertical: perpendicular to the plane of the horizon; in a direction or alignment in which the top is directly above the bottom.

Altitude: height of an object or point in relation to sea level or ground level.

Route: a way or course taken in getting from a starting point to a destination.

Horizontal: parallel to the plane of the horizon

Airspace: the air available for an aircraft to fly in, especially the part subject to the control of a particular country.

Longitude: angular distance east or west of the meridian at Greenwich, England.

Magnetic North: direction in which the north end of a compass needle or other freely suspended magnet will point in response to Earth’s magnetic field.
