Time: a number, as of years, days or minutes representing such an interval.

Nautical mile: a unit of length typically used in the shipping and aviation industry because of its convenience when working with charts (equal to 1 minute of latitude on a chart); international agreement says it’s exactly 1,852 meters.

Indicator: an instrument used to monitor the operation or condition of an engine, or other physical system; a meter or gauge.

Heading: the course or direction in which a ship or aircraft is moving.

Latitude: geographic coordinate that specifies the north-south position of a point.

Longitude: angular distance east or west of the meridian at Greenwich, England.

Frequency: the rate of oscillation which corresponds to the length of a full cycle of a radio wave; signals used for navigation and communication along with voice communication in aviation all use various frequencies.
Navigation: to plan, record, and control the course and position of an aircraft or ship.  
Degrees: a unit of latitude or longitude, equal to 1/360 of a great circle.

Route: a way or course taken in getting from a starting point to a destination.

Omnidirectional: receiving signals from or transmitting in all directions.

Compass: an instrument containing a magnetized pointer that shows direction of magnetic north and bearings from it.

Speed: the rapidity of movement or action
Deviation: the action of departing from an established course.

Measurement: the size, length, or amount of something. 
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
