Airspace class: the world’s navigable airspace is divided into 3-dimensional segments, each of which is assigned a class. 
Clearance: authorization from air traffic control to proceed as requested or instructed; must be obtained before an aircraft enters controlled airspace.
AGL (above ground level): interchangeable with absolute altitude; measured altitude of an aircraft above the underlying ground it is flying over. 

Controlled class: the classes of airspace in which the Air Traffic Control is in charge of supervising.
Latitude: geographic coordinate that specifies the north-south position of a point.
Longitude: angular distance east or west of the meridian at Greenwich, England.
Degrees: a unit of latitude or longitude, equal to 1/360 of a great circle.
Alert areas: established to inform pilots of a specific area where a high volume of pilot training or unusual type of aeronautical activity is conducted.
Route: a way or course taken in getting from a starting point to a destination.

VFR: visual flight rules; a set of aviation regulations for pilots.
IFR: instrument flight rules; Rules and regulations established by the FAA to govern flight under conditions in which flight by outside visual reference is not safe. IFR flight depends upon flying by reference to instruments in the flight deck. Much lower weather minimums than VFR.

Mercator: a cylindrical map projection where the meridians and parallels of latitude appear as crossing lines at right angles and the farther from the equator, the greater the areas appear.
Speed: the rapidity of movement or action
WAC (world charts): world aeronautical chart; charts that cover land areas up to 17,500 ft. MSL; includes city tints, principle roads, railroads, distinctive landmarks, drainage and relief.
Lambert Conformal Conic: a map where all geographic meridians are represented by straight lines that meet at a common point outside the limits of the map, and the geographical parallels are represented by a series of arcs of circles having this common point as their center. 
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
