Deviation: action of departing from an established course.
Depth: a dimension taken through an object or body of material.
True air speed: speed of an aircraft relative to the airmass in which it is flying.
Variation: the extent or degree to which something is different or deviates from what’s normal.
Latitude: geographic coordinate that specifies the north-south position of a point.
Longitude: angular distance east or west of the meridian at Greenwich, England.
Wind correction: the degree of offset to compensate for the anticipated wind drift. 
Calculations: assessment of risks, possibilities or effects of a situation or course of action.
Degrees: a unit of latitude or longitude, equal to 1/360 of a great circle.
Sectionals: type of aeronautical chart designed for navigation under visual flight rules.
Plot: to represent graphically on a chart.
Compass: an instrument containing a magnetized pointer that shows direction of magnetic north and bearings from it.
Viewpoint: mental position from which things are observed.
Precise: marked by exactness or accuracy.
Realistic: representing things in a way that is true to life.
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
