Acknowledge: asking for pilot to let it be known the message was received. 
Squawk: a discrete transponder code to uniquely identify an aircraft.
Have numbers: used by the pilot when talking to ATC meaning they have received and understood information about wind, runway, and condition for their landing. 
Block time: time from break release prior to departing to the time where the brakes are set at destination. 
Taxi: the aircraft is moving on the aerodrome surface under its own power prior to takeoff or after landing. 
Cleared: ATC authorization for an aircraft to depart or begin landing. 
Expedite: used when prompt compliance is required to avoid development of an imminent situation. 
Traffic: all traffic on maneuvering area of aerodrome and all aircrafts operating in vicinity of aerodrome.  
Go around: an aborted landing of an aircraft which is on final approach; initiated by ATC or pilot in command. 
Maintain:  to hold/preserve in any particular state or condition. 
Mayday: an international radio distress signal used by aircrafts (and ships). 
Dent: smooth surface depression that is caused by pressure or a hit from a smooth, rounded object; parent material is displaced but not moved apart.
