Instructions: In class, you learned about many of George Washington Carver’s 400-plus products. You will choose one of his products, research it, create a presentation for the class, and participate in creating a display at your school.

1. Choose a product. List the product below. 

2. Research your chosen product using a variety of scholarly sources. Here are some questions you might want to ask yourself while researching:
· What raw materials was it made from?

· When was it made or discovered?

· Is the product still in use today?

· Is the product used in your pathway?

· What was the original purpose of the product?
3. Create a presentation to share with your class. Here are some ideas to make your presentation entertaining and visually stimulating:
· Make a video showing how your chosen product was invented, originally used, and how it is used today

· Create a PowerPoint presentation or colorful posters to share facts about your chosen product

· If your chosen product is a type of food, bring in samples for your classmates to try

· Perform an in-class demonstration of the product’s use, like George Washington Carver might have while on his Jessup Wagon

4. Participate in building a display of George Washington Carver’s products.
· Bring in a sample of your product for use in the display. If it is something that will spoil, like pimento cheese, ask your teacher if it is okay to bring in a picture instead of the actual product.
· Your teacher will tell you how and where the display will be set up.
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
