1. Botanist: One who specializes in studying the science of plants

2. Cardinal: Of foremost importance

3. Cash Crop: Any crop that is considered easily marketable, such as cotton or wheat

4. Extension: An educational outreach service

5. Frugality: The act of being economical in use or spending; not wasteful

6. Horticulture: The science and art of cultivating flowers, fruits, vegetables, or ornamental plants
7. Humanitarian: Someone who has concern for or helps to improve the welfare and happiness of people
8. Humility: The quality or condition of being humble; modest opinion of one’s own rank or importance
9. Innovation: Something newly introduced

10. Legacy: Anything handed down from the past
11. Legume: A pod that splits into two valves with the seeds attached to one edge of the valves
12. Monoculture: The use of land for growing only one type of crop
13. Mycology: A branch of biology that deals with studying fungi
14. Pathology: The science or study of the origins, nature or course of diseases 
15. NAACP: National Association for the Advancement of Colored People; the nation’s oldest, largest and widely-recognized grassroots civil rights organization
16. Perseverance: Steady persistence in a course of action in spite of difficulties, obstacles, or discouragement
17. Pragmatic: Practical point of view or consideration
18. Self-Sufficiency: Able to supply one’s own needs without external assistance
19. Tuskegee Airmen: America’s first military-trained African American airmen who fought during WWII
20. Virtue: Of moral excellence; high-quality character traits
21. Vocational: A type of regular, steady job or occupation, especially one for which a person is particularly suited or qualified
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
