Re-familiarize yourself with the Essential Questions for this unit. You will develop a design and brand for your own company. You will decide what its products and services are. The following components are to be designed for the project.

1. Logo design to be used for all parts of the assignments

The logo should clearly identify your company


•
The logo must work in a one color - black/white format.


•
The logo can be more than one color. However, you must still have a black & white version.


•
If Pantone colors are used, they need to be indicated.

a) 
Self-marketing logo and collateral (business card, letterhead, envelope, shipping label). Logo is to be originally developed as a black and white and then color may be added. All finished pieces for self-marketing must contain the logo utilizing the same font, style, weight, etc. to maintain consistency.

b) 
Design self-promotion product. Choose two (brochure, poster, website and/or pod-cast).


Brochure – create a tri-fold brochure (flat 8 ½” x 11”, 4/c 2/s, minimum of 4 photos, bleeds 4 sides)


Poster - 
11” x 14” Must be a full color (4-color) poster with full 4/s bleed.

c) 
Using a current calendar, copy several months including the current month, and prepare a time line/production calendar and budget for each of the two items selected in the previous assignment. 

Items to include in the timeline/production calendar:
1. Design time and various stages of production

2. Proof approval

3. Plate making or digital printing
4. Bindery, packaging, shipping

Refer to ACCT-IGD-8 to obtain information on documentation for job estimating for the business card, letterhead, envelope, shipping label, and the two other items you chose to develop.

Be sure to include:

1. Materials list

2. Approximate labor costs
