CD COVER PROJECT

(100 Points)

UNIT:  Digital File Preparation - Adobe InDesign, Illustrator, and Photoshop

OBJECTIVE: Given the necessary tools, students will reproduce one custom-designed CD cover, FRONT & BACK. Please choose your artist from the list given to you. If you choose another artist not on the list, it must be PRE-APPROVED. Students will photograph original products, artwork, scan photographs, etc. in order to digitally capture images.  

LABORATORY MATERIALS:

Macintosh Computer



Adobe Photoshop - Image Editing/Painting Program
Adobe InDesign - Page Layout Program

Adobe Illustrator - Drawing Program
Epson Scanner to scan photographs

Internet – for images
INDESIGN PAGE LAYOUT SIZE: 4.75” X 9.75” each for both Front and Back. They will be printed on the same sheet to conserve paper.
Each cover BLEEDS 4 sides. NOTE: Each individual cover is 4.75” x 4.75” respectively in order to fit into the CD Case.

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE PROJECT!!

1.
Images for the cover may be acquired by use of the *internet, scanning personal photographs, or using a digital camera. At least 1 image must be edited in Photoshop in some way such as:

· use of drop shadows on type or images

· changing color of images (as learned in the Venice project)

· use of filters in Photoshop

· use of rubber stamp/cloning tool, painting tools

· changing a background 

· creating a vignette

· deleting part of the retrieved image

· adjustments with curves, sizing, cropping, skewing, etc.

You are to save your Photoshop file in either .psd, .tif., or .eps formats. Don’t forget to flatten the Photoshop document with multiple layers, rename it (do a save-as) then PLACE it into Indesign.

Album headline, logo, type and/or created illustration must be produced in Illustrator.

You are to save your Illustrator file in either .ai or .eps file formats. 

 To avoid font problems, convert all type to paths by doing a Select All>Type>Create Outlines

Completing #1 and #2 will provide you with at least 2 files  (you could have more) that will be placed into InDesign. Complete a minimum of 1 Illustrator and 1 Photoshop file.
NOTE: Original Photography may be done with a digital camera. Additional images can be retrieved using the CD photo images, video camera or scanning negatives if photographs are not available. This is your personal creation. YOU ARE NOT PERMITTED TO SCAN PRINTED COPYWRITTEN WORK DONE BY SOMEONE ELSE. 

DO NOT START UNTIL YOU HAVE APPROVAL FROM YOUR TEACHER
PROCEDURE:

1. A comprehensive layout must be drawn up with fonts, sizes, colors, etc. NOTE: The comp may be cut and pasted from copied images; the type may be pasted up or done completely freehand.

2. After rough layout is approved, materials may be obtained, photographs taken, if necessary, and file preparation may begin.

3. After all objects drawn in Illustrator, and Photographs altered in Photoshop and saved properly to the correct size, proceed to Page layout. Before placing images in InDesign, create another folder within your images folder (which should be inside your CD Project folder) and name in “CMYK.”

4. When building files properly, photos that are going to be used for print production must be converted CMYK mode files. To do this you need to open the file, flatten it if it has multiple layers (Layer>Flatten Image), then go to Image>Mode>CMYK. Then RENAME the files and place them in your CMYK folder. These are the files you will import into InDesign, NOT the RGB files.

5. Page layout is to be done in Adobe InDesign.  All images stored on the server must be properly labeled in your folder.

NOTE: If you forget to import CMYK files into InDesign, but you did create and save them, you just need to RELINK them in InDesign.

Do this by using the Window>Links Menu.  Click on the graphic you want to reLINK. Then click the relink, Navigate to the CMYK file you want, and click UPDATE or relink to change the file in InDesign to the new information.

By using Links Manager you DON’T HAVE TO DELETE THE IMAGE FROM INDESIGN AND RE-IMPORT IT, JUST RELINK IT AS INSTRUCTED ABOVE.

6.  After page is finished being built, print a laser proof with Crop marks, bleed marks, registration marks and page info.
7. DO NOT PRINT IN COLOR UNTIL your black & white printout is approved.
8. Follow instructions on Grading Criteria sheet to print out your “Links Window.”
If you cannot decide on a cover design, you will be assigned one to be produced.
