Identify and review the unit vocabulary. Terms may be posted on word wall.

Give students a copy of the handout: AGD-01 Portfolio Assessment.pdf.  Guide students through a web search on professional graphic design portfolios.
5.
Explain to students that this is the culminating assignment that encompasses all Graphic Communication and Design courses they have taken and that they will be working on this project for the entire semester.  As a class discuss the importance of having a portfolio to a graphic designer.

6.
Have students work on their portfolio some every week.  Periodically have students show you what they have decided to include.  Review with students the appropriateness of their choices.  You could have students use the handout “AGD-01_Artist Statement-graphics.doc” to include with each piece in their portfolio.
7.
Two weeks before the final deadline, have students do at least two peer review on each other’s portfolios.  (Each student will have at least two other students evaluate their portfolio and they will evaluate at least two student’s portfolios.)

8.
Have students turn in their portfolios for final evaluation by the established due date.

9. 
Put the portfolios on display so that you can have Level I and II students view and evaluate.
