Red Eye Reduction with Photoshop 3

Red eye is caused when the flash of the camera is bright enough to cause a reflection off the retina.  The red color comes from the blood vessels in the eye.  One way to avoid red eye is to angle the flash away from the lens.  If red eye appears in the photograph, Photoshop created a Red Eye Tool to remove.  However, it can only be used in RGB color mode.

Open the photograph titled Red Eye in Photoshop and follow these steps to complete this activity.

1. Right click the healing brush tool button on the tool bar and click the Red Eye Tool in the list.

2. Move the mouse to the eye.  The cursor changes to a crosshair.

3. Click on red part of the eye and it is removed. 

4. Repeat this for each eye.

Photo Touch up Photoshop 3

1. Open the photograph titled Touch up, in Photoshop and follow the steps from the web site to fix the one provided.  

2. Right click the Background layer in the Layers Palette.  Click Duplicate layer.

3. When the dialog box appears change the name to New Back Ground.

4. Zoom to 100% to magnify and scroll to the man’s face.

5. Right click the current healing tools and then change it to the Spot Healing Brush.

6. Move the mouse pointer into the document windows and point to the white spot in the chin.  Press the right bracket key (]) on the keyboard until the circle is slightly larger than the spot.

7. Click on the spot and the spot should be gone.

8. Move the pointer to the spot between the eyes and click the left bracket ([) on the keyboard to reduce the size of the circle and click on the spot.

9. Use this technique to correct the rest of the spots on the face and neck.

10. Scroll the display to the upper-left corner of the photo.

11. If the ruler is not showing around the picture, press Ctrl. R.
12. Right click the Spot Healing Brush tool and click on the Healing Brush Tool.

13. In the tool bar that appears across the top, click sample and check the aligned box.

14. Click the arrow next to the brush number to open a drop down menu.

15. Set the Diameter to 19 and the Size (at the bottom of the menu) to Off.

16.  To sample the pixels, press Alt and click the mouse to the right of the upper part of the tear.

17. Drag from the top of the tear down to approximately .5 inches.

18. Alt and click below the tear at the left margin.  

19. On the menu bar change the Mode from Normal to Replace.

20. Drag from left to right.  Resample as necessary to match the shading changes.

21. Right click the Spot Heal Brush and change to the Patch Tool.

22. In the menu at the top click Source.
23. Move the mouse to an area left of the light spot near the man’s head.
24. Click and drag an area to the left of the light spot that is about as big as the spot.  Do not drag into the spot.

25. On the Patch Menu at the top, click Destination.

26. Drag the selection to cover the light spot.

27. Press Crtl D to remove the selection.

28. To repair the rest of the small damaged areas on the photo use the Spot Healing Tool.  For the larger areas, use the Patch Healing Tool.

29. Call the instructor over to view your work once you finish.
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
