Objective: 
To design a package that is appealing to the customer and maintains manufacturing specifications.

Goals: 
To use design applications to create full color renditions of specific packaging dimensions. To use proper copy fitting to maintain text constraints and sizes.

Research:
This is a simple design. You have the opportunity to explore some ideas using the internet. Look at other designs and search a few of the companies that make soap. A list of manufactures are listed at the bottom of the page.

Soap companies to research:

· Arm and Hammer

· Dial soap

· Proctor and Gamble

· Dove soap

· Lever 2000

Instructions: 

· Use Illustrator or Photoshop to create a box design for a new soap. 

· Complete three thumbnail sketches for the same soap, but vary the overall design. The designs should be visibly different from each other and clearly represent three different ideas.

· You will have to download the box template from the website. Use the template as your guide. Place no image or text outside any of the lines. You must be able to copy fit all the text and images to maintain design specs. 

The box will contain the following information: 

___ 1. Name of Soap — create an original name, up to 8 letters, placed on all 6 panels 

___ 2. Subhead(s) — compliment your soap name and package theme 

___ 3. Made in U.S.A. — find art on net 

___ 4. Deodorant Soap — this is the type of soap it is 

___ 5. Bath Size — this is a description of the size of the soap 

___ 6. Net Wt. 5 oz. — this represents the actual weight of the bar

___ 7. The UPC symbol — make your own or get one from the net

___ 8. The Ingredients — get from the net

___9. The Manufacturers Name — use your name, program name, school

___10. Background – Do not simply place this design on a plain white background. 

Create a simple gradient or use stock photos and place on all 6 panels.

Final Product:

· Print your design and trim it down to size. 

· Fold the image on the creases to create your final product.
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
