Specifications:
Customer: SkillsUSA, 100 Champion Way, Atlanta, GA, 30330, 404-111-2222

Job Description: 8500 single color 3”x5” post cards printed front and back. The order is placed today and is needed in a week.

Stock: 11x17 90# index

Press Specifications: Can print a 12”x18” image and has a standard 1/4” gripper

Plates: 2-sided plates will be used

Do your calculations on a sheet of plain paper and turn it in the envelope.
