ADVANCED IMAGE PREPARATION

4/C MAGAZINE AD PROJECT

(150 Points)

UNIT: IMAGE PREPARATION - Adobe Indesign, Illustrator, and Photoshop

OBJECTIVE: Given the necessary tools, students will create one magazine ad. Students will photograph original products, artwork, scan photographs, etc. in order to digitally capture images. 

PROJECT IDEAS: 

Favorite magazine ads


Drink products (no alcohol)

Sport products



Corporate ads

Food products

LABRATORY MATERIALS:


Macintosh Computer




Scanner

Adobe Illustrator - Drawing program


Digital camera

Adobe Indesign - Page layout program


Photographs to scan

Adobe Photoshop - Image editing/painting program

Requirements for project/ file:
· 8 1/2” X 11” is the maximum size for your final product

· You MUST have at least 2 files that will be placed into Indesign.  

A minimum of (1) Illustrator and (1) Photoshop file must be used.

Illustrator: Ex. A company logo, colored drawing, or manipulated type in the ad

Photoshop: Photography must be done with a digital camera. Any additional photos can be acquired by student choice. The photographs must be altered in some way using Photoshop. (Filters, adjustments with curves, brightness, sizing, cropping, skewing, etc.)

ALL PROJECTS MUST BE APPROVED FIRST BEFORE PRODUCTION.

DO NOT START PRODUCTION UNTIL YOU HAVE APPROVAL!

PROCEDURE

1. After project is approved, a rough layout must be drawn up with fonts, sizes, tabs, box dimensions, colors, etc. NOTE: if you are creating your own “product invention” you must provide 4 sets of thumbnail sketches, 1 Rough layout and 1 comprehensive layout before building anything on the computer. 

2. After the rough layout is approved, props can be obtained, and photographs can be taken. Drawing logos, type, objects or similar objects may be started.

3. Images that are edited/created in Photoshop must be sized, scaled, and/or cropped before exporting to page layout. After all objects are drawn and photographs are altered and saved properly, proceed to page layout. 

4. Page layout is to be completed in InDesign. All images stored on the server must be properly labeled in your folder and follow appropriate file management guidelines. 

5. After the design is complete, preflight the file and convert to a PDF (smallest file size for quick web view).

6. Submit PDF to the server electronically for teacher proof.

7. Make necessary changes/corrections and convert native file to a press-ready PDF.

8. Once the final PDF is approved, print ad in color to an appropriate output device.

In order to print to the color printer you may leave the file as a native file format. However, to prepare the file for press-quality printing, you must change it to CMYK and save the file as a PDF industry standard.
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
