· Yes, as long you obtain permission from the original creator, and don’t change it.  It is best to obtain royalty free graphics

· How do I obtain permission?
· Simply ask the person for permission to use the graphic. E-mail the person whose page you found the graphic and ask if you can use it.   If you cannot find out the owner, you can contact the Copyright Office and ask them to do a search for you.
· I have just created a web site of my original drawings.  I have posted it on the internet; can I copyright the web site?
· Yes, original works on a web site can be copyrighted.

· I purchased a domain name for my web site, can it be copyrighted?
· No, a company has already assumed responsibility for domain name, and thus they hold the registry of domain names.

· What is fair use

· Fair use is guidelines to follow when using work for specify purposes.

· Fair use states copies can be made for the purpose of criticism, comment, news reporting, teaching, scholarship, or research.
· I want to put music on my web page and in my PowerPoint, what are the rules?
· You can use up to 10% of a copyrighted music, but no more than 30 seconds.  Its best to find royalty free music or midi files

· You can use up to 10% or 3 minutes.
