Have class participate in a class discussion brainstorming the medical history they were taught in Introduction to Healthcare Science.   

5. 
Review the History of Healthcare Medicine PowerPoint. Have students select which events have most impacted the Health Informatics pathway.  (There is also a very good PowerPoint presentation on “History of Information Technology” in the CTAE Foundation Skills Unit CTAE – FS 5.1 which relates to the history of Health Information Management.)
6. 
Complete the History of Health Informatics Project Assignment.

7.
After students have completed and presented their projects, the students will plot their events on a timeline.   (The teacher will need to have craft type/bulletin board paper available.  You can assign one or two students to draw the timeline and have it available for all students to plot their event on the timeline.)

8. 
Summary: The class will participate in a teacher led discussion on what events have been placed on the timeline and summarize how history has impacted their future career.  The discussion should lead to what changes are anticipated in the future.

LESSON 2: Careers in Health Informatics 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· What are the career opportunities available to you in Health Informatics? 

· What are the educational requirements for the career for which you are preparing?

· What information do you need in order to know which career opportunity would be best for you?

2.
Present the career opportunities in Health Informatics using the Careers in Healthcare Administration and Information Services PowerPoint, (originally from Introduction to Healthcare Science, Unit 2) prepared by AHEC.

3.
The students will select three or more of the career opportunities to research and compare in detail.  The assignment Exploring a Health Informatics Career Worksheet is attached to guide the students in their research.  ( There is a similar assignment “Exploring a Health Career”  in Unit 2 of Introduction to Healthcare Science that only investigates one career but might be more suitable for your needs.)

4.
Students will complete a career interest inventory to investigate which careers best suit their interests and skills.  Using the website www.gacollege411.org students will create an account, and go to the career planning tab on the top menu bar.  They should continue by selecting the “Learn About Yourself” tab to complete the career interest survey.  This survey will then match the student with careers for which they may be well suited. 
5. 
Lead a class discussion using a Venn diagram to compare more closely two or three of the careers the students have researched.

LESSON #3: Developing a Career Portfolio

1. Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

2. 
There are some very good lesson plans in the CTAE Foundation Skills Units that apply to developing a Career Portfolio and Building a Resume. The teacher will explain the importance and many uses of a career portfolio using the Career Portfolio PowerPoint (originally from CTAE-FS 10.5).
3.
The Healthcare Career Portfolio Assignment is attached. 
4.
Students will begin work on their portfolio by building their resume.  There is also a  Building a Resume PowerPoint (originally from CTAE-FS 10.2).  Have students complete the handout Building a Resume – Guided Notes in order to collect data to include in their resume. 

5. 
Using sample resumes and cover letters as a guide, the students will construct a personal resume and cover letter.  Samples are given in CTAE- FS 10.2.
6. 
Have students complete the Career Portfolio Lab Worksheet (the rubric is attached).

NOTES & REFLECTION:

The portfolio may be a short term or long term project for students.  They may have certain parts of the portfolio to turn in at specified times throughout the semester or as a whole unit at some point in the semester.
