Conversions are made by moving the decimal to the left (divide) or right (multiply) of the given number. There are seven stages for the decimal to move. The base units grams (g), liters (l), and meters (m).  The measurement units are kilo (k), hector (h), deka (dk), base unit, decimal (d), centi (c), and milli (m). Each stage to either side of the measurement is 10 times greater or less than current stage.  In other words, (h) is 100, whereas (dk) is 10, and (k) is 1000.
