Begin class with the following questions: 
· Have you been to the doctor lately? 
· Watched a medical television program? 
· Take 2 minutes to list all the different words you remember/heard that relates to health care.

5.
Have students verbally list their words. 
6.
Ask students the following question:

· Why do you think health care workers need a separate language to communicate within the health care field? 
· Allow students time to brainstorm 
7.
Present the Medical Terminology Fundamentals  PowerPoint.
8.
Hand out the Medical Terminology Fundamentals Worksheet. Have students complete individually.
9.
Divide students into small groups to discuss their answers. Allow students computer time/use of medical 
dictionaries to check answers. Allow students to say words out loud to class (give each student one word to 
say).
10.
Summary:
· Each student will write the word they pronounced, spelled correctly, and paste on word wall.  
· Each day, students will add new words to wall. 

· Teacher will take 3-5 minutes to review and summarize the day’s lesson on Fundamentals of Medical Terminology.  
· Encourage students to become aware of the medical terms they hear, see, and read in their daily lives.

Present the Word Parts PowerPoint.
3.
Hand out the Word Parts Worksheet.
4.
Summary

· Ask students to give 3 examples of a prefix, suffix, and word root.  Combining each of these to form a medical term.

· Teacher will take 3-5 minutes to review and summarize the lesson on word parts.  Emphasizing the fact that prefixes and suffixes can change the meaning of the word (i.e.  febrile (afebrile) cardiology (cardiologist).
