Body Systems WebQuest
Lesson Plan
Essential Question: What are the heart and blood responsible for in the body? 
Divide the students into 6 groups. Each group can work with the Cardiovascular System to discover information about the heart and blood involvement in the body
Have the website pulled up and displayed using the LCD project (website at the bottom)

Review the various roles listed below

· System Control - You are the facilitator of the system.  Make sure that everyone is on task, keep a record of the resources used for the bibliography, and keep all the information gathered at the end of the work day. 

· System Operator - You are responsible for discovering and explaining to your group the location of the your system in the human body. How your system works? Which other systems work with your system?  Which organs or bones are key components in your body system?  

· System Scroll - Organize notes on your body system.  Make sure task questions are being answered. Responsible for final draft of letter sent to Board of Human Body Systems 

· System Designer - Organize information collected by the other systems onto a power point presentation. 

· System Photographer - Can you find pictures of each of the systems? Are you able to tell the systems apart from each other? Be prepared to explain and teach your team members how to tell the systems apart.  Responsible for gathering of materials for visual representation of system
