1. The papillae contain taste buds that are stimulated by flavors of foods and saliva moisture.
2. Smell and taste are closely related.  If a person cannot smell such as when they have a cold, food doesn’t taste as well.

3. Sight, hearing, touch, smell, and taste
4. Reduce glare on monitor screen; look away from computer monitor periodically; monitor should be positioned just below eye level so that eyes are not opened too widely (Body Structures & Functions textbook)
