Sequence of Instruction

1.  Identify the Standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom for each lesson.

2.  Review Essential Questions.

· How do I ensure my protection when working in the healthcare environment?

· How does asepsis and personal wellness impact personal protection?

· How do I demonstrate proper surgical and medical aseptic techniques?

3.  Identify and review the unit vocabulary.

4.  Assessment Activity.

a) Introduce the lesson with a story of a famous person that acquired an infectious disease. Ask students to give examples familiar to them.
b) Review reading assignment and previous lessons on infection control (use Q&A format)
c) Interactive lecture and discussion using Standard Precautions and Transmission of Disease multimedia presentations (attached below)
d) View video Medcom’s Nursing Assistant - Infection Control or any comparable video (have students write steps for procedures shown).
e) Provide demonstration of putting on PPE (use task list for accuracy on overhead) have students read steps aloud.
f) Allow practice then return demonstrations and check-off.
g) Provide demonstration, practice and check-off for donning and removing sterile gloves, opening sterile packages and objects and management of a sterile field. (May use video demo if available)
h) Allow students to work in small groups; remaining students can work on CDC research project (guideline attached) until their group is participating in demonstrations).
Learning

1. Define key terms from associated chapter in text.

2. Analyze existing and potential exposure risks to clients, co-workers, and self in healthcare setting by completing CDC research tool and correlating data to simulated clinical situations.

3. Perform return demonstration of surgical and medical aseptic practices and PPE.

4. Discuss adherence to standards, and guidelines for CDC, OSHA, FDA, CLIA and other applicable regulatory bodies.

6. Discuss specific isolations precautions and the appropriate use of PPE for each situation.
