Vocabulary Glossary
1. Amylases: Digestive enzymes that break down starches into sugars
2. Antibody: Protein produced by B-lymphocytes to fight off foreign microorganisms and toxins
3. Antigen: Substance that when introduced into the body stimulates the production of an antibody
4. Bioreactors: Formation vat used for the production of living organisms, used in industrial processes such as waste recycling or in the manufacture of drugs
5. Bradford Assay: Analytical procedure used to measure the amount of protein in a solution
6. BST: Bovine somatotropin growth hormone
7. Cellulase: Enzyme that catalyzes the hydrolysis of cellulose
8. Centrifugation: To put a specimen through a centrifuge to separate it into different densities
9. Chromatography: Separating mixtures into their constituents by preferential adsorption by a solid, filter paper, or gel
10. Diafiltration: Adding fresh solvent to replace some volume in order to remove components from a mixture
11. Dialysis: Separation of large molecules from small molecules and ions in a solution by allowing small molecules to pass through a semi-permeable membrane

12. Gel Electrophoresis: Separating protein molecules of varying sizes in a mixture by moving them through a block of gel by means of an electric field
13. Hormones: Internally secreted compounds formed in endocrine glands which affect the functions of a specific organ or tissue
14. Ion Exchange Chromatography: Separation of ions and polar molecules based on their charges
15. Insulin: Hormone produced by the pancreas that regulates the metabolism of glucose and other nutrients
16. Lipases: Enzymes that break down fats
17. Precipitation: Formation of a substance from a solution
18. Proteases: Enzymes that catalyze the breakdown of proteins or polypeptides to smaller amino acids
19. SDS Page: Also known as polyacrylamide gel electrophoresis; Technique used to separate proteins by their molecular weight 
20. Spectrophotometer: Instrument used to determine the intensity of various wavelengths in a spectrum of light
21. Western Blot: Highly sensitive procedure for identifying and measuring the amount of a specific protein in a sample
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
