Size-up Quiz answers

1. 
A. It is important to assess every scene that you approach. Regardless of the nature of the call, medical or trauma, assess the scene for your safety first. Every scene must be evaluated every time, not just when you think there might be a danger.

2. 
C. Surgical caps are not essential components for body substance isolation. Gloves, eye protection, and mask should be put on, when appropriate, before approaching patients. Follow your local protocols regarding body substance isolation precautions.

3. 
D. If the scene is not safe and you can not make it safe, do not endanger your life; stay out. The other information becomes important after the scene is known to be safe and you can proceed with your assessment.

4. 
A. The most important thing in this universe is life. The most important life is your own. Always protect yourself first.

5. 
Scene size-up is the process by which the EMT ensures that the scene is safe, takes body substance isolation precautions, evaluates the nature of illness or mechanism or injury, and determines the number of patients and the need for additional help. Scene size-up should occur every time the EMT responds to a call.

The mechanism of injury is the event or the forces that caused the patient’s injury. Mechanism of injury should be evaluated for every trauma patient. You may not be able to determine a specific mechanism of injury for every patient. Gather as much information as possible to provide additional insight concerning the trauma to the receiving facility.

True. Patients may appear to be uninjured or to have only minor injuries. The mechanism of injury may guide the manner in which patient care is provided. The mechanism of injury may also guide you toward hidden injuries.

D. The nature of illness or mechanism of injury, the total number of patients present, and the need for additional help should all be evaluated during the scene size-up for both trauma and medical patients. All of these components are essential to the assessment process.

B. If more patients are present than can be cared for with the resources on scene or responding to the scene, the multiple casualty plan should be implemented.
