Medical Emergencies Patient Care Exam

Choose at least three of the following questions to answer.  The number of questions you answer will affect the weight of each question:

· If you choose to answer 3 questions, then each question will be worth 33 points. 

· If you choose to answer 4 questions, then each question will be worth 25 points.

· If you choose to answer 5 questions, then each question will be worth 20 points. 

1. List the patient care steps for a diabetic emergency in as much detail as possible.

· Perform initial assessment and determine if patient’s mental status is altered

· Perform history, physical exam, and vital signs

· Find out if patient has a history of diabetes and check for medical ID bracelet

· Check blood glucose (if protocols allow)

· If patient meets criteria (hx of diabetes, AMS, and alert) administer glucose orally with a tongue depressor between the cheek and the gum

· Reassess
2. List the patient care steps for a seizure emergency in as much detail as possible.

· DURING:

· Place the patient on the ground on his/her side if there is no possibility of a spine injury

· Loosen restrictive clothing

· Remove objects that may harm the patient

· Protect the patient from injury, but do not try to hold them still

· AFTER:

· Protect the airway

· Provide oxygen and or ventilation as needed

· Treat any injuries sustained during the seizure

· Transport to a medical facility

3. List the patient care steps for a stroke emergency in as much detail as possible.

·  Unconscious Patient:

· maintain an open airway

· provide high concentration oxygen

· transport with patient lying on affected side

· Conscious Patient:

· Calm and reassure

· Monitor airway

· Administer high concentration oxygen

· Transport patient in semi-sitting position

4. List the patient care steps for an INGESTED poisoning emergency in as much detail as possible.

· Perform initial assessment and treat any life-threatening problems

· Perform SAMPLE and physical exam

· Using a gloved hand, carefully remove any pills, tablets, or fragments from the patient’s mouth

· Assess baseline vital signs

· Consult medical direction and give activated charcoal or milk as directed

· Transport patient will all containers, bottles, and labels from the substance

· Perform ongoing assessment en route

5. List the patient care steps for an emergency involving abdominal pain in as much detail as possible.
· Perform initial assessment 

· Maintain airway – if patient is vomiting, suction as needed

· Administer 15lpm oxygen via nonrebreather mask

· Place patient in position of comfort

· Transport promptly
