Medication Scenarios
Station 1: Epinephrine Auto-Injector

Suzy is highly allergic to bees and she has just been stung.  She has never had to use her Auto-Injector before and she is afraid.  You notice that her breathing is becoming increasingly difficult.

Station 2:  Oxygen

You respond to a call that involves a trauma patient.  The patient is cyanotic and needs supplemental oxygen.  

Station 3:  Inhaler

Peter is an asthmatic who is having difficulty breathing.  He is panicking and having trouble using his inhaler.

Station 4:  Nitroglycerin  

You respond to a call for a patient complaining of chest pain.  The patient has a history of heart attacks and has a prescription of nitroglycerin.  

Station 5:  Activated Charcoal

You arrive on scene and find a patient with altered mental status.  Upon further assessment, you discover the patient has taken 10 Tylenol in the past 2 hours.

Station 6:  Oral Glucose

You are the first to respond to a patient who appears to have an altered mental status.  During initial assessment, you notice she is wearing a medical id bracelet that identifies her as a diabetic.
