18. Indications – specific circumstances under which it is appropriate to administer a certain medication

Contraindications – specific circumstances under which it is inappropriate or harmful to administer a certain medication

It is important for an EMT to understand the indications and contraindications for each medication to know when to deliver the appropriate medication.  This results in proper treatment of the patient and eliminates causing more harm to the patient.
